You’re at the forefront of future 
cancer treatments.
Your visionary investments into Cancer Council’s 
Beat Cancer Project help drive the progress of 
South Australian researchers like Dr Madelé van 
Dyk from the Flinders Health and Medical Research 
Institute. Dr van Dyk’s Australian-first research 
project is moving away from ‘one-size fits-all’ 
cancer treatments, instead focussing on a more 
personalised approach that considers every person’s 
individual characteristics.

“Every person is different in so many ways, so it makes sense 
that each person reacts differently when undergoing cancer 
treatment. Selecting the right drug and selecting the right 
amount of drug is the ultimate goal in Precision Medicine.  
We’re selecting the right type of drug really well, but are only 
half-way there, because we’re still using a ‘one-size-fits-all’  
dose. I believe we can do better.”

Thanks to funding from the Cancer Council Beat  
Cancer Project—made possible because of your 
generous donations—Dr van Dyk reports back that 
this has enabled her to lead a national project that  
is having a global impact.

Dr van Dyk and her team are now working with other 
states to help them set up their own therapeutic drug 
monitoring program, with South Australia being 
used as a national example of how the program can 
work successfully. This has also led to international 
collaborations with the Netherlands and Germany with 
really exciting potential, which Dr van Dyk credits is only 
possible because of the funding she’s received from 
Cancer Council SA.

Dr Madele van Dyk, Cancer Council’s Beat Cancer Project researcher. 
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Three years of cancer research 
funding, thanks to you.
Over the past three years, with the help of grants 
you have so generously funded, Cancer Council  
Beat Cancer Project researcher Dr Tessa Gargett  
has explored new and highly effective ways to  
treat cancer.

“With this funding we have been able to complete a world-first 
phase 1 clinical trial at the Royal Adelaide Hospital testing the 
safety of a new cell-based therapy (known as CAR-T cells) in 
patients with melanoma, sarcoma and other cancers. 

“This would not have been possible without the generous 
funding from Cancer Council SA and I am extremely grateful for 
their support of my work.” – Dr Gargett

Thank you for making progress in cancer research 
like this possible through your visionary support. Your 
commitment is helping to make a better future for 
people impacted  by cancer.

Thanks to people like you, Dr Gargett has been able  
to achieve:
•   �Further investigation into why immunotherapy is 

successful in treating some tumours and not others.
•   �Testing new kinds of immunotherapy, working across  

all cancers.
•   �Extending her immunotherapy research to include 

melanoma, brain and solid tumours.
•   �Running  a clinical trial at the Royal Adelaide Hospital 

which tested a personalised cell therapy in patients with 
melanoma which was later extended to two new cell 
therapy clinical trials in patients with brain cancer.

“I have been unfortunate enough to have 
watched breast cancer impact three generations 
in my bloodline—my great grandmother, my 
grandmother and my dear mum. 
And then my best friend Janice was 
diagnosed with cancer. 

Janice was like my sister. The first time I 
was alone after she told me the news, I cried 
for what felt like hours. We went through it 
together. I sat with her through every chemo 
session and I shaved my head so she didn’t 
have to do it alone. But there were some 
questions I couldn’t answer, so we both reached 
out to 13 11 20 for help. It blew my mind to see 
how supportive they were, and it  cemented 

my appreciation of the role Cancer Council 
plays for so many people.

After my experience receiving assistance  
from Cancer Council SA, I decided to leave 
them a Gift in my Will to help them continue 
their work.

It’s a comfort to know that whether it’s for me  
in the future, my loved ones or perfect 
strangers —they’re doing it for all South 
Australians. It gives you a warm feeling in

legal services and support groups.

Often when people impacted by cancer call us, they don’t know 
what assistance they need. They just know that we are here, 
and we are a good starting point. We’ll just have a chat about 
what’s happening in their life and from these conversations we 
can understand what they need, if we can offer it to them or if 
we can refer them to another service that can help.”

On the morning of my eleventh treatment, 
Mum passed away. By pestering me 
constantly, she had saved my life. I had no 
symptoms, and if I hadn’t had a test done,  
I might not be here today.
